Exact running time of music (not skating time).

DRAWS:
The Draws will be made by Computer early next week and clubs will be advised when done.  Starting orders will be posted on the NZIFSA Website under SI Champs.
VIDEO:
No Official Video Recording of the event will be taken.


You may video only with a permit – this includes using any type of photographic device, eg phone or ipad. Permit application form is on NZIFSA website or application can be made on the days of competition. Permits must be displayed when videoing.

PHOTOGRAPHY:
No flash photography during the competition please.


Parents/caregivers may photograph their own skaters.


We plan to have a professional photographer covering the event.  Skaters will need to arrange before they skate if they would like to be photographedor videoed.   

NO GIFTS ON ICE:
No gifts of any type, flowers, sweets etc. to be thrown on the ice.
