Only people who have a
video permit may video and only their own skater. If you wish to video other skaters then
written permission must be obtained from the skater(s) concerned, or in the case of minors,
their parents or guardians.

Seating: Parents / spectators should be seated on the stands, as per NZIFSA regulations parents are
not allowed to stand by at the Skaters and Coaches only area.
