Because we do not have year-round ice in
Queenstown, | started learning my routine 6 weeks prior to the competition. Since my main
coach, Deanna Pielak-Jones was not able to come, Bess Cao kindly coached me for Hollins and
was really helpful.



With 30 skaters registered in my grade, Hollins was a far larger competition than any | had ever
skated in, in NZ. | was a little nervous at first, because | was the only skater in my grade there
from New Zealand, and | had never competed in such a big grade before. However, | skated a
clean programme, and | was very happy with the result. Overall, | placed 21st. All my jumps
were fully rotated, and both of my spins counted. Watching the replay of my programme
allowed me to see what | needed to work on next. | think it was a very good start to the 2019
season, and | am keen to compete there again next year, hopefully learning my program slightly
earlier.
